Project 1 - Giant Knotweed Eradication. While the currently infested area addressed by this project it not forested, this species is a serious invader of riparian forests in Oregon and Washington. Riparian forests of Mendocino County will benefit by eradication of this population before it has a chance to disperse into the riparian habitat. This project is especially urgent because a high-priority Caltrans stormwater-damage repair project is imminent which will require excavation of much if not all of the soil in the infested area, with significant risk of dispersal if the soil contains viable knotweed rhizomes.

Project 2 - Caspar gorse containment Project. The infested area addressed by this project includes coastal conifer forests. Gorse grows in forest openings and can inhibit forest regeneration through modification of the soil composition and shading. This project will directly benefit forest by removing infestations in forest openings. It will also indirectly benefit forests by preventing the spread of gorse into currently uninfested forests, including Jackson Demonstration State Forest, forested lands of California State Parks, the urban forests on residential private property and the extensive private timberlands of Mendocino County.

Prject 3 - Invasive Weeds in Bulldozer Lines from the 2008 MEU Lightning Complex. The surveys and treatment will be implemented in forested areas, especially private timberlands and forested areas of rural residential property. Invasive weeds frequently appear after a wildfire in the burned areas and in the disturbed areas created to fight the fires. This project's approach is similar to the BAER surveys, which are implented to protect burned federal forestlands from the establishment and spread of these invasive plant populations. This project will extend that same benefit to private forested lands, including lands adjacent to Mendocino National Forest.
